· Working with partners to establish and implement agreed, consistent minimum safeguarding standards for sports activities locally.

· Requiring those individuals or organisations that are funded or commissioned to provide any services for children, young people and vulnerable adults to effectively address safeguarding requirements.

· Maximising its influence to promote safeguarding practice and principles within its wider partnership roles and relationships.

· The establishment of a South Yorkshire Safeguarding Through Sport Forum to oversee a consistent approach to safeguarding across the sub-region and to advise on required policy and operational developments
